WHAT IS LOGISTICS?

The Logistics Sector refers to the businesses involved in controlling
inventory, scheduling and overseeing transportation, and working
with wholesalers, retailers and brokers to move goods to where they
can be sold. It includes two main subsectors:

WAREHOUSE

1. warehousing and storage
2. transportation ( truck, rail, air, water, pipeline, passenger
transportation, postal services, couriers and messengers).

WHY IS DURHAM REGION IMPORTANT TO
THE LOGISTICS SECTOR?

Durham Region's transportation and warehousing sectors are

growing faster than other regions of Canada. The Region is home to

the Oshawa Municipal Airport, the Port of Oshawa, rail lines owned

by both Canadian National Railway (CNR) and Canadian Pacific

Railway (CPR), and four major 400-series highways. This provides :
easy access to areas like Toronto, Montreal, and New York.

Most freight in Durham Region is carried by truck, with almost
8,000 commercial vehicles passing through the Durham Region
